Job Summary: An adjunct instructor of Clarinet is contracted by semester to provide the equivalent of 14 weeks of 
instruction to each student in their studio.

Mileage reimbursement is available for those travelling more than 30 miles to 
get to our campus. Additional payment is available for performances on campus, based on the needs of our large 
ensembles and availability of recital dates.
